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In summer 2020, the German Foundation “Begegnung” (Encounters) in cooperation with the “Zonta Club” (in the city of
Bielefeld) can offer two scholarships (internships) to young Palestinian women. Ideally, this would be young women who
studied four years and will finished the studies in 2021.

Young women who will finish their studies already in Juni 2020 cannot apply, because they will not get the visa for
foreign students.

Working place
There will be internship positions offered in the city of Bielefeld (northwestern part of Germany) for the period of approx.
9-10 weeks.

Dates
Approx. from the end of June until the end of August or beginning of September 2020.

Accomodation
The “Zonta Club” and foundation “Begegnung” will make all necessary arrangements, including appropriate
accommodation (either at the student’s dormitory in Bielefeld or alternativly in a private appartement in a family house).

Financial support

The costs of the flight (airplane ticket) and medical insurance will be paid directly by the above mentioned organizations,
as well as the expenses for accomodation. Additionally, the amount of 400 € per month will be payed directly to the
trainees for living expenses and pocket money (in case of living in a private appartment this ammount will be reduced to
360 € per month.)

Terms of selection of the trainees
- Good or very good graduation degrees
- Good or very good English language
- Social background of the special cultural and political situation in Palestine:
Social, cultural, enviromental or other engagement for the Palestinian society, for other Palestinian people
- German language is not a requirement (could be helpful in some cases).

Giving young women the opportunity to conduct a practical training in Germany is not only for helping them build a
career, but also develop the society in Palestine und build contacts between the peoples in Germany and Palestine.
Therefore, the trainees will be asked to give a public presentation about their lives and the situation of young people
in Palestine. This presentation can be held in English.

Evaluation: After the end of the internship, the trainees will be asked to provide a written report on their visit and the
training they received in order to help improving the training programme in future.
